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Value and order: The mutual construction of the sense of

ABSTRACT

Forging a strong sense of community for the Chinese nation is a major
theoretical innovation of the CPC Central Committee in the new era. Under
the guidance of the new theory, what is the logical relationship between
the borderland governance as an important part of the national governance
system and the sense of community for the Chinese nation? What is the new
connotation of the times in borderland governance? These questions need to
be answered. Forging a strong sense of community for the Chinese nation is
the ideological foundation and value orientation of borderland governance,
which is the basic dimension of evaluating the effectiveness of borderland
governance in a value sense.
